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Clothing Care
Wool
Once a wool suit or jumper is worn, it should be left on a wooden or a quality plastic hanger overnight to minimise any creases and also letting the wool to breathe naturally. Any small stains should be removed as soon as possible from the garment with a brush or lightly damp sponge. Please allow the garment to dry. Wool garments should only be dry-cleaned and if they get wet, be sure to keep them away from heat to avoid shrinkage. If wool needs to be ironed, only use the steam without touching the iron on the garment to avoid sheen on fabric. Please ensure the garment is lightly steamed on the under-side of the fabric. The frequent dry-cleaning will spoil the shape of the suit and the chemical during cleaning process will discolour the fabric and also wear down the fibers. It is therefore important to always clean the Jacket and trousers together. It is also worth considering purchasing second pair of trousers. 
Tips: 
· Always remove your jacket when driving the car. At work unbutton the Jacket when sitting down. Please ensure the trousers are comfortable as the tighter the trousers the more it will crease.
· Upon arriving home from work it is important you hang the jacket that supports the shoulders with trousers on the hanger bar (avoid wire hangers) and change into your casuals.  

· Never unstitch the Jacket pockets to store the keys, cards or any loose change as it will spoil the shape of the Jacket.

· Never apply the iron to the Jacket Lapel, if you have to press or steam always do the underside of the lapel. 
· Keep a good quality brush and use it at least once or twice a week. Brushing the shoulders, front and back of the jacket to remove any dust that has settled. And also trouser legs and bottom.
· Always use a zipper bag to store the suit in. Please let the suit dry if you got caught in the rain before storing in a special suit bag for protection and also to keep moths away.
· Always use a quality drycleaner. The most expensive are not always the best. Dry-cleaning will age your garment over time and break down the fusing used in most of today's suits. 
· Remember wool needs air to help it breath and spring back into shape.
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Cotton Blend

To get the longest wear out of your washable cotton or cotton blend garments and reduce shrinkage the cotton products should be washed in cool water and hung to dry. The heat and mechanical action of the dryer shrink and wear out your clothing.
Silk Ties
Never wash Silk Ties, always dry clean. The shape and quality will never be maintained after dry-cleaning. Never undo the tie by pulling one side, always carefully undo the knots and untie. Place it on hanger bar or special tie rack. Silk ties are expensive and should always take care of. 
Ties
Instructions to tie a knot

Windsor tie Knot
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        Windsor tie knot is a double knot 
1. The Windsor knot is a double knot. Thus, you need a lot more length of the necktie to tie this knot. Therefore, make sure that the broad end of the tie hangs down much lower. Cross the wider end of the tie over the narrow end and hold in place with two fingers 

2. Then take the wide end of the tie and pull it through the loop on your neck. Then take the wide end and wrap it back behind the narrow end. 

3. Now take the wide end of the tie and pull it through the loop across from the side of the previous wrapping. 

4. Slightly tighten it, and pull the wide end back over the front of the knot. Don’t pull tight but create a loop. 

5. Pull the wide end of the tie through the loop at the front of the knot. 

6. Slightly tighten the knot. Make sure that the wide end of the tie lies centered and doesn’t fall into the crevice created of the two wrappings. 

7. Give the knot some final adjustment and flip down your collars. You are done tying the Double Windsor knot. 
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Useful Definition
French Cuffs = Double Cuff Shirt
Suspenders = Braces

Tuxedo = White/Ivory Jacket
Pants = Trousers
Vest = Waistcoat

Waist covering /Waistband = Cummerbund, worn with Single breasted Dinner Jacket

SB / DB Jacket = SB: Single Breasted / DB: Double Breasted
Black Tie Dress Code = Dinner Suit / Evening Wear

Smoking Jacket = Velvet/Silk Jacket (smooth fabric) used as Dinner Jacket
In the year 1800 the smoking jackets were designed for wealthy people to wear while smoking tobacco i.e. pipe or cigar
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
